Creating and saving a HTML Page

1. Use Notepad to create the page.
2. Save the page as a .html file (finish name with .html) – write .html at end of file name and use ‘all files’ as file type when saving from Notepad.
3. If you haven’t saved the file as .html it will only open as a text file - you can resave it (File, Save As) to a new version with the .html extension (as above).
4. The file should then open as a web page using the default browser on your computer (e.g. internet explorer).
5. To see the source code behind a html page in Internet Explorer, click Page, then View Source (read only). 
6. To change the source, you need to reopen the file with Notepad (right click, Open With).  After you change the code, resave it (File, Save), and refresh the browser page to see the impact of the change.
7. N.B. Avoid having a number of different versions of the source open at the same time (if you minimise the source code window, then don’t re-open a new version through Notepad – use the version already open).
